Scott Grissett added sunshine to the day 
and introduced the guests of Rotarians and

Nancy Fetterman, member of the Board of 
Trustees for UWF, introduced the speaker, 
Dr. Judy Bense, President of the University of 
West Florida. Downtown Rotarian Dr. Bense 
became the fifth President of UWF in July, 
2008 after spending many years as the 
Founder of the Anthropology/Archaeology 
program and then the Archaeology Institute in 
1980. She became the Chair of the 
Anthropology Department in 2001 and in 
2006 she founded the Florida Public 
Archaeology Network.   Since taking office 
Dr. Bense has focused on growth, visibility 
and partnerships with the goal of making 
UWF a first choice school.  The energetic Dr. 
Bense, who is usually speaking about the life 
and times of the past, changed her perspective 
and with an enthusiastic and entertaining 
program, presented highlights of current day 
UWF and a look into the future in store for 
the University. In the 40 years of UWF’s 
existence, the University has educated over 
100,000 students and conferred over 60,000 
degrees.  The students at UWF demonstrate 
educational excellence in many disciplines 
and have higher than the national average 
SAT and ACT scores. Highlights for 2010 for 
the University are that UWF is at its historic 
high in enrollment with 11,700 students and 
in the rate of retention for underclassmen at 
80%. A new residence Hall has just been 
completed with 1800 beds and it is fully 

occupied. The University is a leader in the 
region and has joined in a partnership with 
Pensacola State College, Gulf Coast 
Community College, Northwest Florida State 
College, Chipola College and Tallahassee 
Community College in a program that 
combines registration so that transfer to UWF 
is almost seamless. The new website, new 
image for the mascot and a very impressive 
advertising program are all aimed at getting 
out the  recognition and attention to UWF to 
that it deserves to keep growing and 
expanding. UWF has gained national 
attention in areas of Environmental 
Diagnostics and Bioremediation  research 
thanks in part to the recent BP Oil spill. The 
new Science, Technology, Engineering and 
Math (STEM) building is state of the art and 
is attracting new engineering students to the 
University. Future plans include new 
construction and expansion for the University 
in many areas and for new and expanded 
athletic facilities and possibly adding football 
to the list of excellent athletic programs. Near 
future plans include construction projects to 
begin in 2011 for a College of Business, 
Health and Wellness Center and a twin to the 
recently completed Heritage Hall dormitory.  

President Ray thanked Dr. Bense for a 
wonderful program and all others who 
served.
