Our speaker of the day was Gulf
Power Energy Educator Lynn Ericson.
Lynn explained many initiatives and
positions of Gulf Power toward energy
and gave us an outline of the education
program delivered to students and
groups in the area. The intent is to
educate the community and students
about future innovative and diverse
initiatives that Gulf Power is pursuing.

Lynn discussed customer needs
today and Gulf Powers plans ahead to
“offer affordable, reliable electricity
that is environmentally responsible”.
She said Gulf Power is looking at
many options including advanced/
clean coal, renewable energy sources,
natural gas, new nuclear and energy
efficiency. The Southern Company is

leading research into coal gasification
and carbon capture generating plants
for the future. Currently, technology is
being added to existing coal-fired
plants to drastically cut emissions.
Lynn said that Gulf Power’s most
significant environmental project ever
will be operational by the end of the
year at the Crist Plant. This project
known as “the scrubber” will improve
the area’s water quality by re-using
millions of gallons of treated water
from the new Emerald Coast Utility
Authority’s advanced wastewater
treatment facility just north of the Crist
Plant making it a zero discharge
facility. Other areas that Gulf Power is
addressing are: renewable energy
sources; solar thermal water heating; a
coastal wind meteorological tower on
Navarre Beach; partnering with Lamar
Advertising to measure and use wind
energy and solar energy on billboards;
and converting  Plant Scholz in
Sneads, FL, to wood biomass in the
near future. Lynn told all that the
cleanest, cheapest electricity is what
you don’t use. So let us help you with

A few questions were entertained
and Lynn was graciously thanked by
all. President Margaret adjourned the
meeting by thanking those who helped
and said “The Future of Rotary is in
Your Hands”.
